What’s important to you? | mean, what’s really important to you? | received a phone call at my office about a
week ago from a co-worker, a friend, who was just diagnosed with an aggressive and terminal form of cancer.
As we sat in the chapel talking, my friend told me of all the things that had been so important in his life and
now, after this discovery, he was beginning to reassess things. He talked about his work and how the hospital
was his family. We talked about our mutual relationship with the Lord and God’s goodness even in difficult
times. He talked about his family, his children and what he thought he was going to do with his estate. We
discussed work and he reiterated his desire to work for as long as he could.

As we progressed from the chapel back to his work area, he said something that | know I've heard several
times, but | suppose it really stood out to me this time. He said, “things like this have a way of making you real-
ize what’s really important in life.” He went on to say, “the one thing | want to do is to make sure | glorify God
through this.” He smiled at me and headed back to his work space. As | was walking back to my office, | too
began thinking about what’s really important in my life? Certainly my relationship with the Lord, my wife, my
parents, my brother and extended family are more important than anything. My work as a pastor, Northside
Church and my role as a hospital chaplain are also so important in my life. As | thought more and more, | really
couldn’t imagine my life without any of those things or individuals. But | also was convicted about how often |
say they’re important, but how little | show it. Think about it, we proclaim things as of the utmost importance
in our life, but sometimes our actions don’t quite reflect that.

| believe its innocent enough. We get in the habit of doing our thing and fitting in family time or working in
God whenever we can. For most of us, it’s only when something catches our attention and makes us think that
we begin to reassess just where our priorities are. The Bible is pretty clear on the matter of life — and death for
that matter.

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read that and become discouraged or even depressed when our minds think about how short life is. But broth-
ers and sisters, it shouldn’t be this way. All around is God’s Kingdom come and He is the Author of Life (Acts
3:15). I'm so grateful that while my life can drift from where it should be, we have a Creator and a God who
never changes, He never drifts! He’s always calling us back and bidding us to follow him so that we might ex-
perience life abundantly!

All around us are calamities. People have lost jobs, families are ravaged by chaos and brokenness, individuals
are hurting and suffering and the uncertainty of the economy and lifestyle we have grown accustomed to is no
longer guaranteed. My friend would tell you, “don’t worry, it's not important.” If we’re willing to trust God
with our eternity, let me challenge you to trust Him with the other areas in your life. Always give Him first
place, in your time, in your talents, in your finances. | believe by doing so that even when uncertainty and trials
come, we'’ll know that our Lord is near.
So let me ask you again, what'’s really important in your life? May God guide you, protect you, and bless you
as you seek to serve Him.
