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In case you haven’t noticed, we have some very observant people at Northside.  If something  
abnormal is happening, if something is out of place, or even if the order of the service differs a little 
from one week to the next, these folks notice!  For instance, one of our teens, a very observant young 
lady informed me that not only was my hair thinning in the back, but that “everyone knows” that I 
comb it over to the side to cover it up.  Similarly, a middle age gentleman at the church cautioned me 
about having my hair cut to close because “you know it’s pretty thin and might not come back.”  To 
protect the innocent, these people will remain nameless. 

There’s not much I can do to stop the thinning hair other than Rogaine or allowing my hair to grow out 
a little more.  To take this thought a step further, one could only tell my hair was thinning by the  
presence of my scalp.  You might conclude, “Yeah, that’s the way it works,” but go with me a little  
further on this.  Had there not been a base, a scalp or skin, something to contrast it with, thinning hair 
wouldn’t be noticeable. 

Now, take this same parallel to the word “theology.”  Merriam-Webster defines theology as άǘƘŜ ǎǘǳŘȅ 
of religious faith, practice, and experience; especially: the study of God and of God's relation to the 
ǿƻǊƭŘΦέ  I think the word “theology” has been largely lost in the Church.  In the past, when I have  
inquired from people as to why they believe what they do, very seldom does “theology” show itself.  
Regularly, folks will give an impassioned statement, or simply regurgitated hand-me down thoughts 
they received from someone else.  While we certainly learn from one another, we should never allow 
others to always learn for us.   

There is a real danger when Christians cannot clearly articulate what they believe and furthermore, 
articulating beliefs that are not compatible with the Scripture.  Personal experience never substitutes 
for God’s Word, nor do emotions or feelings trump the supremacy of the Scriptures.  Many Christians 
voice their opinions and beliefs on certain subjects, but their “theology” doesn’t always mesh with 
scripture.  In these instances, I’m reminded of Proverbs 12:23 ά! ǇǊǳŘŜƴǘ Ƴŀƴ ƪŜŜǇǎ Ƙƛǎ knowledge to 
ƘƛƳǎŜƭŦΣ ōǳǘ ǘƘŜ ƘŜŀǊǘ ƻŦ Ŧƻƻƭǎ ōƭǳǊǘǎ ƻǳǘ ŦƻƭƭȅΦέ  Folly is not only embarrassing, it can be fatal.  Hosea 
4:6 tells us, άƳȅ ǇŜƻǇƭŜ ŀǊŜ ŘŜǎǘǊƻȅŜŘ ŦǊƻƳ ŀ ƭŀŎƪ ƻŦ ƪƴƻǿƭŜŘƎŜΦέ  One translation of 2 Timothy 2:15 
tells us άǘƻ ǎǘǳŘȅ ǘƻ ǎƘƻǿ ǘƘȅǎŜƭŦ ŀǇǇǊƻǾŜŘΧέ   

We study in many ways, but perhaps the best way is a time set aside to read the Word of God for  
yourself.  If your convictions are not based on Scripture, you may discover how difficult it is to  
reconcile your beliefs with what God says.  Don’t let someone else learn for you.  Open the Bible, dig 
into it and ask God to give you the wisdom to understand how He’s calling you to live.  Your obedience 
in this task could have a life changing affect on others.
